Curriculum 2007/2008

Smultron

18 m.-3 years

This group consists of our youngest students, ranging from 18 months to 3 years. In this class we will focus on singing, storytelling, reading and organized play with old, as well as new favorites. Teachers will emphasize on expanding Swedish vocabulary through actively speaking Swedish. Students will be taught, and therefore expected, to respond in Swedish to promote overall use of the target language. Throughout the fall semester the theme will be Swedish geography. During the spring semester the focus falls on Astrid Lindgren’s work. Swedish culture and traditions will play a major roll in class throughout the year. 

Blåbär and Lingon

3-5 years

The preschool is designed for students ages 3-5 years. The goal is to learn, partly through organized play, to expand vocabulary and encourage the use of Swedish. Students will be taught, and therefore expected, to respond in Swedish to promote overall use of the target language. Through instruction we will learn to understand rhymes, to form simple sentences, and to count. The older children will learn the alphabet. Reading aloud, arts and crafts, and singing will also be included as methods of teaching. Throughout the fall semester we will study Swedish geography. During the spring semester the focus falls on Astrid Lindgren’s work. Swedish culture and traditions will play a major roll in class throughout the year. 

Jordgubbar, Beginner and Hallon, Intermediate

6-9 years

The goal for these groups is to develop the ability to express oneself in Swedish as well as learning about Sweden as a country. Our beginners work on acquiring basic language skills in the Swedish language. Students in our intermediate class already understand and speak Swedish and therefore much of the focus falls upon reading and writing. All students will practice reading, writing and speaking in the target language. Storytelling, songs and organized play and games are included as teaching methods. Students will be taught, and therefore expected, to respond in Swedish to promote overall use of the target language. Throughout the fall semester we will study Swedish geography. During the spring semester the focus falls on Vikings. Swedish culture and traditions will play a major roll in class throughout the year. 


 Hjortron, Beginner and Intermediate

10-14 years

This class will further prepare the youngsters in the Swedish language, culture, and traditions. Our beginners work on acquiring basic language skills in the Swedish language. Students in our intermediate class already understand and speak Swedish and therefore much of the focus falls upon reading and writing. Reading activities, spelling, grammar and writing activities are included in the program. Björnbär, Beginner and Intermediate

15 years and older, including adults

Similar to Hjortronen, we will emphasize on expression in speech and writing. Reading activities, spelling, grammar and writing activities are included in the program. Storytelling, songs, teacher examples, text and workbooks will be used to reinforce learning of both the target language as well as culture. Throughout the fall semester we will study Swedish geography. During the spring semester the focus falls on Vikings. Swedish culture and traditions will play a major roll in class throughout the year. This group is unique in that it provides Swedish education to American parents of Swedish speaking children and other interested participants.
